The UQ Rugby Academy was launched on the 22 November 2004. It coaches Rugby Players
and Coaches and charges a fee for its services. Any profits arising from UQ Rugby Academy
business are to be applied to fostering amateur rugby at The University of Queensland.

The aim of the UQ Rugby Academy is to raise the standard of Rugby in Queensland
(particularly in the Schools) and elsewhere.

The UQ Rugby Academy is the first fee-for-service UQ Rugby Academy in Australia and the
only one in the world to be partnered by a leading University Sports’- Science F aculty.
